Two Groups will be drawn. Each competitor must perform four (4) figures. 
In a Figure competition for the 10 and Under-age category, if the athlete doesn’t perform 
the correct Figure, the athlete will be allowed to perform it again without any penalty. The 
third attempt a one-point penalty applied. If the athlete fails one more, a score of “0” point 
will be applied.

10U Routines of Defined Elements  

General requirements 

If 1 or more competitors omit all or part of an element or perform an incorrect action in an 
element, the technical controllers modify the DD to BM. 

All technical required elements must be performed in the selected order. The order of 
performance must be declared on the Coach Card. The Coach Card must be submitted by the 
deadline. 

Additional movements cannot be added immediately before and after (breath to breath) into the 
Required Elements.  

TRE2 is optional according to defined elements. 

Additional hybrids and acrobatic elements are not allowed.

10U technical team: 4-6 athletes - there is no deduction. Minimum number of athletes are four 
(4) 

Synchronization errors 

For all routines, the sum of all synchronization errors (unequal actions) observed by 
Synchronization Technical Controllers, STC, (each factored by its assigned value) will be 
deducted from the Elements score. 

Types of Synchronization Errors and penalty values: 

Small: 0.1 points 

Obvious: 0.5 points 

Major: 2.0 points 

The description of small, obvious, and major synchronization errors (unequal actions) is 
detailed in the World Aquatics Regulations. Maximum deduction can reduce the Elements 
score to zero, but not to a negative Elements score. 

  



 

  

 

Other 
 

A two-point penalty shall be deducted from the Elements score for each element exceeding the 
predetermined number assigned to the particular event and category. 

A two-point penalty shall be deducted from the Elements score for each element that includes 
additional movements. 

 

A one (1) point penalty shall be deducted from the overall score if there is a deviation from the 
specified routine time limit allowed for the routine.

6. Coach Card 
Information will be provided after the entries have been received. 

7. Judges, Technical Controllers 
The competition will take place over four days, from Thursday to Sunday.

8. Music:  
The music of the routines can be sent via Wetransfer (www.wetransfer.com) to the address of the 

Federation (hungary.synchro@gmail.com) until 10 June in MP3 or WAV format.  

Please take the music with you on a USB stick and hand it to the music man before the competition starts. 

All music could be on one USB per club. Different age groups should be in different directories, the music 

of the routines should be titled as follows: 

Solo and Duet: ”Club_Age Group_Solo/Duet_Competitor(s)” 

Team and Combination: ”Club_Age Group_Team/Combination”

In solo event allowed maximum 2 solos/ event/ club/ age category 

 

Entry fee: For those who do not take the official accommodation: 

- Figures only:   30 EUR/ athlete/ age group 

- General entry fee: 55 EUR/ /athlete/ age group 

- Solos:    general entry fee (55 EUR) + 35 EUR solo entry fee/ age group 

 

Important: Submitting the registration entails a payment obligation. In case of 

cancellation, the registration fee remains unchanged.
